Integrate cybersecurity aspects in the early stages of emerging technologies planning,
implementing “cybersecurity by design”.

Assess cybersecurity risks and vulnerabilities introduced by emerging technologies,
even if those technologies are not planned to be implemented within the organization.

Avoid the misconception that non-IT systems do not require cybersecurity assessments.

Conduct a holistic cybersecurity assessment when integrating multiple technologies.

Look for new cybersecurity solutions that are enabled by emerging technologies.
